A Conservation Landscape:  

1. Is designed to benefit the environment and function 

efficiently and aesthetically for human use and well -

being;  

2. Uses locally native plants that are appropriate for site 

conditions;  

3. Institutes a management plan for the removal of exist-

ing invasive plants and the prevention of future nonna-

tive plant invasions;  

4. Provides habitat for wildlife;  

5. Promotes healthy air quality and minimizes air pollu-

tion;  

6. Conserves and cleans water;  

7. Promotes healthy soils;  

8. Is managed to conserve energy, reduce waste, and 

eliminate or minimize the use of pesticides and          

fertilizers.
